The recent budgets have hit every department on
campus. Not one department has been left out. One
of thehardest hit departmentsat TechwastheAthletic
Department. In addition to the cuts from the budget,
many extra expenses have aso come up for Tech
Athletics. One big expense was the replacement of
much of thefootball equipment hereat Tech. Another
big expense, but a good looking one, was the new
scoreboard located at Martin Field. Temporarily,
while sponsors are being found, this was paid for
entirely by athletics. To make up for these losses,
many options have been explored.

Other losses for the department include the
excessive travel necessary for some of the athletic
teams at Tech. For example, the football team has
made two long trips to WKU and IUP. These trips
werejust two of the seven travel gamesthat theteam
will make thisyear. When taking the 90 guyson the
road and paying for the buses, motels, and food, it
cost the athletic department $9,500 for the WKU
gameand $8,500 for the|UPgame. The soccer team,
due largely to no homefield dso hasto travel to dll
of its games this season.

Even with all these codts, athletics are one of the
keys to a college campus. One of the big ways that
they have much influence is in getting students to
campus. Personally, being recruited to play football
was one of the main reasons | chose to attend Tech.
In addition to bringing recruits in, students are also
highly interested in a school’s athletic programs.

The “biggest controversy” that arose out of the
need for money wasthefact that professorsand staff
membersnow haveto pay for ticketsto homeathletic
events. In order to ease this transition, over the
summer current Athletic Director Reggie Smith sent
out an email asking everyone's opinion of acost of
$2.00 per game for faculty and staff to attend the
events. Of everyonethat received theemail, only two
negative responses were received by Reggie Smith.
Withthislimited response, the decision wasmadeto
start charging faculty and staff $2.00 to attend the
events.

In addition to charging faculty and staff, other
changes were made to increase revenue. One such
change involved Valley High Schoal. In the past,
VHS has been alowed to use Martin Field free of
charge. To dleviate the clean-up costs, Tech now
charges Valley $100 per game to use the field.
Another change was in the operation of the
Concession stand. Coach LeAnn Bird and Sherrie
Marsico are now in charge of the concessions. The
revenue here is up tremendoudly. Coach Bird has
been very influential in getting restaurant style
equipment donated from the Homestead Golf Resort.
As of right now, the hot sink currently used was
donated and a few ice machines are on the way
shortly. In addition to these changes, new items are
also being sold at the concession stands. These
include T-shirts, swesat-shirts, pom-poms, €tc.

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Issues for
the Dorms

Recently, there have been movementsto
rectify the problem of the network
capabilitiesin thedorms. Infact, it has not
only been brought before the SGA, but also
a special committee has been formed to
look only at this problem and then return
its findings to the senate. This committee
is completely made up of students from
Tech and headed by SGA President Pro
Temp, Walter Keller. The first meeting
took place this past Thursday evening in
Ratliff Lounge. Unfortunately, this
meeting showed much more than just the
network being aproblem within the dorms.

First, the reason for the committee being
formed was established. There were
variousreasons given, but the main reasons
consisted of insufficient bandwidth
provided to the dorms compared to the rest
of the campus and the lack of equipment
to finish wiring the rest of the dorms. For
those of you who don’t know, bandwidth
is the amount of data allowed to transmit
from computer to computer and effects
how fast dataistransferred. I’m not going
to give exactsfor the independent statistics
that were done by Tech students. Rather, |
will give you a brief comparison between
the dorms and everywhere el se on campus.
Two tests were done with afifteen minutes
interval to test what the bandwidth wasfor
thosein the dorms versus everywhere else
on campus. There was an unbelievable
188.25% increase from the dorms to the
3 floor in Davis Hall.

The Ethernet whichis provided by WV U
has also just made my “Proof of WV U not
caring about Tech” list. After all, when
contacted previously, WVU mentioned
that our dorms were linked on the same
line as the WVU dorm students through
something that they have done on their
end. When asked what is planned to fix
that problem, WV U'’s response was that it
was Tech’s problem and that if their
students in Morgantown got a majority of
the bandwidth first, then it wasjust Tech's
tough luck. Thisisan areathat | am going
to say | have not had the ability to confirm
completely, but am waiting to receive
conformation of the accuracy of this
information. If anyone knows of this being
any different contact me immediately at
the email address at the end of thisarticle.

Let'stalk now about how theresidentsare
getting the bad end of the deal financially.
We, as students, are only receiving 9% of
what we are paying for at the beginning of
the year. It is costing each student $50.00 a
semester or $90.00 for the academic year for
Ethernet. So onceagain, let usremember our
wonderful motto here a Tech— “ Students
Are First (to foot the hill)”.

Towards the end of this meeting, the
Residential Director was kind enough to

join us to give insight about the current
status of the network problem. However,
instead of giving any type of leadership, it
seemed to be the “time to cover his butt”.
After being told that petitions do nothing
(like the one last year that had an impact
on the changing of the management of the
Chartwell’s in the cafeteria), we were
basically told that the best thing that we
could doisto contact our state government
leaders and tell them the budgets don't
need to be cut again. This is something
already being done within the SGA that
was covered at the Fall Conference two
weeks ago. Not saying that this is not
something we shouldn’t do, but this is
something that is believed that can be fixed
much quicker and much easier. That's if
there would be some work done in
Residence Life by its main administrator.
Before we were done with Mr. Davis, he
made the mistake of downplaying any and
all student leadership organizations
including SGA, RHA, and the Collegian
in terms of what impact that they have with
anything and how he thought our view
didn’t matter. When it came timeto discuss
students complaining about the RHNet
being bad in the dorms, he ruled it off as
“just a couple of guys in Hirise moaning
and groaning”. Of course nothing topped
his great comment, “if it comes especially
from the President (LaRoe), then it is the
best case scenario—which we know is
usually not the case”.

Now in closing, | simply want to say this
to President LaRoe. You came before the
SGA twice now asking that we contact our
Congressional Leaders and tell them “how
great Tech is’. President LaRoe, thisis a
two way street. Yes, this was a heavy
budget cut for the year and we (members
of the SGA and various other
organizations) are contacting our
Congressional |eaders to get the budget
cuts stopped, but we will also be telling
them the truth about Tech. Things are not
great right now, so don’t expect usto lie
and say thisis a great school. Especially,
when cover-ups are running wild. | issue
to you this challenge: improve the
problems that students have and we will
respond accordingly. But also remember
that if you don’t take action, we will tell
them about what is not happening and the
problems that we are having due to lack
of institutional leadership.

I will be doing follow-up interviews
with Will McDermott at the Computer
Center, as well as filling all students in
with the progress of this committee. Any
guestions, comments, or things that need
to be addressed, email me at
wvu_sucks@yahoo.com.

Meningococcal disease is a rare bu
fatal bacterial infection. Clinical
manifestation of the disease occurs either
with inflammation of the membranes that
surround the brain and the spinal cord or
with the presence of bacteriain the blood.
Death from meningococcal disease can
occur within 48-72 hours after onset. Of
those who survive, an additional 10%
have severe lasting effects of the disease,
which can include hearing loss, mental
retardation and loss of limbs.

The meningococcal bacteria are
transmitted through the air by droplets of
respiratory secretions and by direct
contact with an infected person’s nasal or
throat secretions. While anyone can be a
carrier of the bacteria, studiesindicatethat
certain social behaviors, such as exposure
to passive and active smoking, bar
patronage and excessive alcohol
consumption. These may put college
students at an increased risk for
contracting the meningococca bacteria.
Anyone with a respiratory infection,
compromised immunity or those in close
contact with a known case and travelers
to endemic areas of the world are also at
increased risk. Direct contact is defined
asoral contact with shared items, such as
cigarettes or drinking glasses, or through
intimate contact, such as kissing.

College campuses have a greater risk
of outbreak of the meningococcal bacterial
than the general population, due to risk
factors such as concurrent upper
respiratory infections, passive and active
smoking, bar patronage, and excessive

alcohol consumpation. Recent studies
indicate that college students residing on
campus in dormitories or residence halls
appear to be at higher risk for contracting
the bacteria. Statisticsfrom the Center for
Disease Control (CDC) shows that
freshmen living in dorms have a six-fold
increased risk for meningococcal
meningitis than college students overall.

Early symptomsusually associated with
meningococcal disease may include high
fever, severe headache, stiff neck, rash,
nausea, vomiting and lethargy, and may
resemble influenza. The disease
progresses rapidly, often in aslittle as 12
hours, prompt diagnosis and treatment is
important to recovery.

College dorm residents can protect
themselves by taking the meningitis
vaccination for protection. Other
preventive measures that may help
protect individuals include: good hand
washing, avoid sharing beverage
containers, cigarettes, lipstick, or eating
utensils, avoid smoking and smoky
environments, get plenty of sleep and
exercise regularly, eat a balanced diet
and avoid excessive alcohol
consumption.

located in Suite 101 at Montgomery
General Hospital for more information.
The vaccine will be available for afee or
it may be available through family
physician officesor clinics. Exceptionsfor
immunization include anyonewho may be
pregnant.
