The Status of the Tech Proposal

Since January 11 and the Governor’s State
of the State address, the campus and
community has been discussing the proposal
to “Tech” proposal. As of this writing
(Sunday evening) no legislation hasyet been
introduced. It islikely, however, that we will
see some bill within the next week.

| hope that you have been participating in
one of the workgroups or attending forums
regarding this proposal. In multiple settings,
individual s have expressed their concernsand
have made recommendations. Some of these
suggestions have been incorporated into
position papers. Resolutions have been
passed by City Councils, Tech and the CTC
@ Tech Faculty Assembly membership, and
others—all with different views on what
would be best for our ingtitution and state.

All individuals seem to agree on one
item—that Tech has been not been funded as
an ingtitute of technology for more than a
decade! Thisoccurred dueto policy changes
within the higher education system and
decreased state revenues that resulted in
budget cuts to all institutions. Everyone
agreesthat an infusion of $10 million to $14
million is needed next year to develop new
programs and upgrade residential facilities.

Agreement cannot seem to be reached
upon governance, however. Someindividuals
believe that Tech should become
“independent” again—break away from

WVU. What would this cost? Did you see
last week’s Collegian and the services that
are now integrated with WvVU—and the
number of studentsenrolled inthefour WVU
programs on this campus? Others think that
Tech should become a division of WVU.
What does that mean? It means that Tech
would operateinamanner similar to Potomac
State College, which became a division of
WVU last year. That campus is lead by a
campus provost, has athletics, hasmorefully
integrated services at WV U, and has the
ability to use WV U’s bond ratings for
building construction. Is this advantageous?
Others think that Tech should remain a
regional campus, keep engineering, and
develop some new programs with the
infusion of new one-time money. Will that
solve the problems outlined in the original
proposal ?

By the end of the legidative session, we
may see hills introduced to recommend one
or all of these options. It isimportant that as
the session progresses you remain informed
by attending forums or workgroups, and that
you let legislators and the administration
know your opinions. Don't, however, let the
controversy consume all of your time. It is
important to balance this with the studying
required for your courses! Let your opinion
be known, but let your continued academic
progress be your top priority!

The Proposed Legislative Request for WVU Tech

The proposed gift by Dow of the Research Park in South Charleston opens up tremendous
opportunities for the State and region. Investing in WVU Tech will position it to be a
valued participant in the educational component at the Research Park and accelerate
the ability of the Park to achieve the plan envisioned for it by the State. Growth of the
Leonard C. Nelson College of Engineering, by association with aspects of theresearch efforts
at the Park providesthe opportunity for it and the Montgomery campusto grow and flourish.
The following summarizes the vision for the campus:

Supplemental appropriations totaling $14 million will be requested for residence halls,
new program devel opment, and renovation of engineering classrooms and laboratories.

Residence Hall Funding $10 million

* Option 1: Renovate two existing halls and improve dining facilities

* Option 2: Use $5 million of public funds in a public-private partnership that will result in
the construction of a $10-$14 million residence hall thereby reducing student housing
costs. The remaining $5 million will be used for improvementsto other halls, dining, and/
or Engineering facilities.

Program Development Funding $3 million

» Mining Engineering Technology/Diesel Technology

« Teacher preparation programs and the creation of a Math/Science Institute that will work
with statewide initiatives such as the West Virginia Teachers Corps

« Sports management, sociology or psychology, graphic arts

* Reinstatement of mining engineering technology options will occur to address workforce
demands of the coal industry.

« Other programs as identified to meet regional employment needs

Renovation Costs/Engineering Laboratories $1 million

* WVU Tech and The CTC@WVU Tech annual budgets to be maintained at no less than
current fiscal year level

» TheMontgomery campuswill continueto offer all of its current degree programs, including
engineering, aswell asits customized non-credit offerings.

» The West Virginia Council for Community and Technical College Education will govern
the two-year programs, the Higher Education Policy Commission will govern the four-
year programs.

» The Montgomery campus will maintain athletics and residential facilities.

 Resourceswill be used to enhance the community and campus environment with increased
emphasis on drama, music, art, personal enrichment courses, and community education
programming in areas such as Elderhostel and tourism.

Asfaculty, staff, and students begin to imagine the possihilities of the proposal—the effect
of theresearch park on the economy of the KanawhaValley region, theinterface of engineering
faculty and students with world-class researchers, and the additional resources on the
Montgomery campusto areaswith growth potential—thevisionisclear. Thisproposal brings
together the assets of higher education and industry, addresses existing challenges, and
provides exciting solutions for the region.

The Governor’s office has indicated that the Governor can still introduce
legislation next week. The deadline to introduce bills in the Senate is Monday,
February 20th. The deadline to introduce bills in the Legislature is Friday,
February 24th.

Be like “CSI” and do your own lab work.The new Tru-test
Home Evidence Collection Kit (www.trutestinc.com) is the
latest in a line of personal forensic tools for suspicious
spouses. For $79.95, the kit can help you perform
sophisticated tests on a partner’s dirty laundry, looking for
that one hit of incontrovertible evidence: spilled body fluids.

“There's alot of people accused of cheating who are not,
and this kit can prove that,” says David Vitalli, a private
investigator and thekit's creator. “However, there' saflip side
to that coin.”

Vitali says he's worked on thousands of infidelity cases
during thelast 10 yearsasan investigator with aninternational
firm. Whilehe d prefer that spouses give each other the benefit
of the doubt, Vitalli knows that’s not always easy to do.

“If your hushand calls you and says he's going to be an
hour late, comes home at 3:30 in the morning saying his car
broke down and his pants aren’t dirty, you might want to test
him,” says Vitalli.
